DAY 02: Melbourne to Yarra Valley (52 km)

Upon arrival, pickup your care and head for the Yarra Valley via the Eastern Freeway through Melbourne’s eastern suburbs. The Yarra Valley is home to Victoria’s earliest vineyards and is recognised as one of the world’s great wine growing regions. Numerous wineries offer cellar door tastings and sales, and have

DAY 04: Phillip Island to Mornington Peninsula (97 km)
